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A DIFFERENTIATED APPROACH TO DIAGNOSTICS AND SURGICAL CORRECTION OF METROCELE
WITH ELONGATION OF THE UTERUS NECK

SUMMARY
A modified classification of the prolapse of pelvic organs (POP-Q) is proposed, including metrocele with
elongation of the uterus neck. In 250 patients with a prolapse of the uterus after clinical and ultrasonic
examinations, various kinds of operative interventions had been applied. It is established that a differentiated
approach to diagnostics of metrocele with elongation of the uterus neck and a developed algorithm of surgical
treatment allows avoiding of unjustified repeated surgical interventions.
