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REQUIREMENTS FOR PUBLICATION
IN “PHILOSOPHY OF LAW ISSUES”

1. Manuscripts for publication in the Journal should be submitted in a printed form (in 2 copies), and on a magnetic 3.5 inches floppy disc,
saved using a computer program of Word 6 (Windows 95, Windows 98, Word 7 — Word 97). The text of the manuscript may be written in one of the
following six languages: Ukrainian, Russian, English, German, French, or Spanish.

2. The size of a submitted article should not exceed one quire (40.000 sings, i. e. 24 pages). A scientific report and a book review should not ex-
ceed 0,5 quire (up to 12 pages) and 0,3 quire (up to 8 pages) respectively.

3. The text should be typed using the 14" size of a font in 1,5 line-interval.

4. A list of references should be provided in the end of the article, organized in the alphabetical order in accordance with the State Bibliographi-
cal Standard.

5. References should be made by indicating a number of the requisite position in the alphabetical list of references, and a page number in the
requisite reference, both in brackets, e. g. [3, p. 234]. If a reference contains works of several authors, a number of the requisite positions should be
separated by semi-colon, e. g. [2, p. 35; 4; 8, p. 120].

6. An author’s last name and initials in Russian and English, as well as the title of the article and a short summary formulating main scientific
result, that is new and as substantiated in the article — these all should be provided in the end of the text of the article.

7. Translated foreign authors’ articles should be accompanied by a copy in the original language.

8. A note, providing information about submitting authors, should contain the following items: last name, first name and patronymic, scientific
degree and scientific rank, place of work, position, home and office telephone numbers, regular mail and e-mail addresses.

9. Authors are expected to notify the editors in case a submitted article has been or will be sent for publication to another journal, or had been
already published.

10. The Editorial Board reserves its right to shorten and edit the text of manuscripts and put them on the Internet page of the Journal after publi-
cation.

11. Ukrainian post-graduate students are advised of the following requirements to elements of scientific articles, ensuing from the Decree of the
Higher Attestation Commission (VAK) of Ukraine of January 15, 2003, No. 7-05/1:

1) setting an issue (problem) in general terms, and its connection with important scientific and practical tasks;

2) an analysis of recent studies and publications initiating solution to the given issue or problem, and those that the author relies on, singling out
yet unsolved parts of the general issue or problem that re treated in the article;

3) formulation of purposes of the article (setting a task);

4) presentation of the main bulk of research material with the substantiation of scientific results obtained;

5) conclusions of the presented research and prospects of further research in the given direction.

If these requirements are not met, the Editorial Board will be forced to ask authors in question to bring their submissions in compliance, and
refuse to publish them in the Journal.
