Nigiar Iskandarova. Oriental tale, gender problems, and Western stereotypes in Edgar Allan Poe’s works

The paper outlines the peculiarities of American orientalism from the mid 18th to the mid 19th century. Introducing
various literary sources, newspaper materials and research papers, the author studies the formation of the
US ideology in the years following the American Revolution of 1776 as well as of the new nation’s ambivalent
attitude towards the moral values of “other” ethnic groups and religious communities, the latter being generally
perceived through the prism of Western stereotypes. The literary reaction on the above-mentioned processes is
illustrated with the help of E. A. Poe’s oriental tales which carry on with the writer’s invectives against the American
way of life.
