Andriy Bakhtarov. Militarism as an integral part of Russian imperial consciousness

The paper focuses on two cult figures of Russian cultural area, the Poet and the Warrior. In the
empire’s consciousness, the Poet has always been a synonym for non-conformism, and the Warrior an
embodiment of the loyalty to the throne and the readiness to defend the concern of the empire. In the
course of time, these symbolic figures have undergone substantial modifications and transformations.
