THE STATE SYSTEM OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS PROTECTION OF UKRAINE

Ukraine is wealthy in inventors,

and they must be heard.
Ukraine has inventions,

and one should know about it.

The permanent cooperation with the inventors — personalities, who think and create in non-
standard manner, contributes to my firm persuasion that progress of the whole mankind depends on
their activity, which, step by step raises the world in its development.

I understand, respect and appreciate such people.

Sometimes the ideas of inventors contradict the classical theories. They often challenge inertia
that predominates in scientific world. All their efforts are aimed at changing the world for the bet-
ter.

Today we may claim that the legislation of Ukraine in the sphere of intellectual property com-
plies with basic international standards. Further improvement of these legislative norms implemen-
tation remains very important.

The substantial progress of Ukraine in the sphere of intellectual property legal protection
resulted in the U.S. Government decision to renew the advantages of Ukraine under the Generalized
System of Preferences and change of Ukraine's status under the so-called Special 301 List.

The system of copyright and related rights collective management is being updated in Ukraine.
Realizing the importance of this sphere urged us to work out amendments to the corresponding leg-
islative acts.

We have provided correspondence of applications examination procedure in the sphere of indus-
trial property with the European standards, both in terms and quality of processing; we have
improved the mechanisms which enable broad access for users to patent information through
Internet; we have prepared to implementation the system of electronic filing of the applications for
intellectual property objects. But it is not at all the exhaustive list of our activities.

The experts of the World Intellectual Property Organization verify compliance of the Ukrainian
management structure in this sphere with the model introduced in most European countries.

I bindingly assure that owing such intellectual resources Ukraine may aim high about its future.

I hope this column which we are starting together with the scientific and practical magazine
"Science and Innovations" will let us disclose the intellectual capital existing in Ukraine for the gen-
eral public, businesses and state leaders. The nation's intellectual property must serve the people!
