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ONE UKRAINE OR MANY? UKRAINIAN REGIONALISM
IN ENGLISH-LANGUAGE SCHOLARY’ PUBLICATIONS

The paper offers a review of English-language publications (mono-
graphs and articles) devoted to the problem of regional differences in
Ukraine which were published from the early 1990s to 2016. The analysis
highlights the approaches of foreign researchers (political scientists,
historians, political geographers) to the explanation of causes and nature of
the Ukrainian case of regionalism as well as the methodology of com-
parative analysis that were used by experts. The proposed schemes of
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regional division of the country are considered and an attempt to structure
the historiography of the problem is made.
