Summary

The paper is dedicated to the information about Khazaria in the geo-
raphical treatises of arabic authors of the 12th—14th centuries (al-Idrisi,
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Ibn Sa'‘id al-Maghribi and Abu al-Fida). Comparative analysis of the ma-
terial on Khazaria in these works allowed to mark a complex of general
basic data passing on from one work to another. This common data
goes back to the information of the most ancient arabic geographers
who leaned in their turn on Ptolemaic tradition and applies to the ele-
ments of oro- and hydrography of the region (in some cases the carto-
graphical basis of this information can also be traced). The elements of
