A FRAGMENT FROM THE «<ROMAN HISTORY» OF NICEPHORUS GREGORAS
AS AN EVIDENCE OF THE CONTINUING EXISTENCE
AND COMMERCIAL SIGNIFICANCE OF CHERSON IN 1350

SUMMARY

In this study, I focused on a fragment from the
«Roman history» by Nicephorus Gregoras (circa
1295-1360), narrating the events of the struggle
between the Venetians and the Genoese in the
fourteenth century. The main interesting point about
this fragment is that it appears to be the rare mention
of the continuing existence of Cherson in 1350 in
the written sources. Further, obviously, it was not
simply the case that the settlement on the territory

of mediaeval Cherson merely continued to exist;
most likely it had a certain commercial significance
for the Italian merchants, since the source mentions
Cherson alongside with Tana (Tanais of the Greek
text), a pivotal outpost of the Venetians and one of
the most important trading stations for the Genoese,
while the references to any trading posts of
secondary importance are lacking.
