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The research explicates modern historical memory strategies in the context of conventional
territory with its specific spatial and temporal characteristics. The author demonstrates the
main local views on peculiarities of the Canadian literary process of the 2nd half of the
20th — early 21st century and analyzes literary texts. All the novels show profound connec-
tion between representatives of Canadian literature, who may seem essentially different but
manifest temporal and subjective similarity.

The paper lists the names of authors working within the ‘double vision” formula sug-
gested by N. Frye. This approach focuses on the elements of North American culture per-
taining to Canadian multicultural world structure as well as traditional cultures of the wri-
ters” ancestral homelands. The paper also considers the generation paradigm, structured on
the basis of social and historical algorithms and psychological markers. The types of genera-
tional modes (Kim Thuy, Michael Ondaatje) in literature were combined through a com-
mon denominator — canadianness — based on a double identity.
