SUMMARY

THE SURROUNDINGS OF MEDIE-
VAL KYIV ARCHAEOLOGI AND LAND-
SCAPE SCIENTIFICS

The article highlights some results of co-
operation between archaeologists and landscape
scientists in the study of the surroundings
of medieval Kyiv. Applying the method of an-
thropogenic-landscape reconstructions, it was
found that from the beginning of reclaim and to
the Middle Ages, broad-leaved and forest land-
scapes were the best for traditional agriculture
in the Middle Dnieper region, and their reclaim
in the period of Kyivan Rus was more than
50%. On a specific example of construction of
new city fortifications of Kyiv in the beginning
of the XI century, the so-called Lyadsky gate, it
became possible to reconstruct the horizons of
typical forest soils, which long before the urban
development of the territory gave way (by secon-
dary felling, grazing) to secondary meadow and
meadow-marsh plant formations, and the terri-
tory of the catchment area of the Lyadska Val-
ley was used as pasture by the citizens of Kyiv.
The article raises the question of the district of
Kyiv: when and why the mysterious structures
of the Middle Dnieper region, the so-called Ser-
pent’s Walls (Zmiyevi valy), were built. In this
context, one of the discussion topics of national
historiography is raised: the role and importance
of horse breeding in the economy of Kyivan Rus.

regarded as a goal of research, and plays the role
of a methodological approach. It should allow
detecting and analyzing special features of lo-
cal societies and polities. The important role is
attributed to the study of material and spatial
objects, mentioned in medieval texts. The main
scop of researches shifts from the study of iden-
tities to the analysis of hierarchy of historical
values. East-European comparative perspec-
tive lets to describe the medieval Polish society
and culture in the term of Byzantine and Rus’
values orientation and vice versa, that should
stress the features of East-Central Europe as
“big frontier” between East-Christian and Latin
civilizations. The author analyses systemati-
cally a series of interlaced episodes of the Rus’
Primary Chronicle and Chronicle of Kiev. The
conclusions show the absence of any negative
stereotypes towards the Poles (Lyaches), the
Polish Land possessed a high rank position in
the Rus’ hierarchy of values, comparable to the
Rus’ Land, and the representation of a demon as
a Pole in the Chronicle was only a topos of ha-
giography; it had had anti-Polish interpretation
only in Modern Times. The article also propose
the contextual study of two episodes from Croni-
cae et gesta ducum sive principum Polonorum.
The gesture of Boleslave the Brave hitting the
Golden Gates of Kiev with his sword (I: 7) is
studied at the large comparative background of
the 9"-14" centuries (Rus’ Primary Chronicle,
Chronicle of Kiev, Theophanes Chronographia,
Symeonis Metaphrastis Chronographia, Gesta
Hungarorum, Miracula Sancti Johannis Ebora-
censis Episcopi, Annales Fuldenses, Scandina-
vian Sagas, Chronicles of Lithuania and Biela-
rus, Maciej Stryjkowski). It is interpreted as a
biblical motive, more precisely as fulfillment of
prophecy of Ezekiel (25: 15). The episode with
the beard of a Rus’ prince (I: 23) is interpreted as
a rital of sermon which was strange for the Latin
chronicler who did not understand its meaning.
The raid of Boleslave the Brave to Kiev in 1018
within the information of the Chronicon Thie-
tmari Merseburgensis (VIII: 33) is evaluated
as an ambition of the Piast dynasty to obtain
its place in the transcontinental trade to Byza-
ntium. In general early medieval Poland and
Rus’ present themselves as polities with archaic
social and economic system; however, in Poland
different level of cultural development within
the progress of Christianization can be observed.

PASSION BY RUSSIAN HIERARIES
XI-XIII CC. (WHO HAD THE RIGHT TO
JUDGE RUSSIAN BISHOPS?)

In the article presented to the attention
of readers, an attempt was made to systematize
information about the trials of the Old Russian
bishops in the XI-XIII centuries. Messages from
sources allow us to conclude that the clergy and
archpastors often found themselves under vari-
ous courts: imperial, patriarchal, metropolitan,
princely, veche. A preliminary analysis of the
messages of ancient Russian sources allows us
to conclude that the trials of bishops in Ancient
Russia were oriented to Byzantine norms, but
had regional specifics. This specificity reflected
the legal traditions of specific lands. At the same
time, the position of the Byzantine bishops was
more advantageous than the bishops from among
the representatives of the local population.

ARCHAEOLOGICAL FEATURES
OF THE PRINCELY TIMES CHURCH ON
THE TERRITORY OF THE CHRONICLE
OF BUZSK (BY RESEARCH MATERIALS
IN 2015-2018 YEARS)

Archeological ~ features were analyzed,
which indicate that on the territory of the
Chronicle of Buzsk there could be a wooden
church in the second half of the XII — the first
half of the XIII centuries. They were received
during the excavations in 2015-2018 years on
the territory of the “Male Gorodische” — part of
the Busk Archeological complex. The first of the
signs is the remains of a burial ground where
34 Christian burials have been found. Such pa-
rochial cemeteries in princely days were erected
on “blessed ground” near temples. Therefore,

13th-16th CENTURY CLERGICAL
COUNCILS OF THE KYIVAN METROPO-
LITANATE ARCHEPARCHY: EUCHARIS-
TIC ECCLESIOLOGY, ADMINISTRATIVE
“TRIAGE”, PASTORAL MODEL AND FIS-
CAL FUNCTIONS

Pivoting around the example of the Kyivan
Metropolitanate Archeparchy, the author of this
article investigates the genesis of the eucharistic
model of gathering councils within the Ruthenian
Church of the Princely Era that was based on the
spiritual unity of the local community (eparchy).
This unity was ensured institutionally by the an-
nual gatherings of Metropolitan-Archbishop with
the clergy and “the people of God” (the laity). The
existence of the eucharistic self-consciousness
within the lands of Ukraine and Belarus is evi-
dent due to the instructions of Kyivan Metropoli-
tans written for the priests which are extant in the
form of “legal scrolls” and cycles of edifications
in the nomocanons of Kyivan academic edition.
The Ruthenian peculiarity of gathering councils
lied in the old ecclesiastic tradition of combining
the council institute with the spiritual judgment
and pastoral visitations. References to the existing
at that time tithe as kunyche, identified and sys-
tematized by the author, enabled him to trace the
dynamics and the peculiarities of functioning of
the Institute of eparchial councils throughout the
13"-16" centuries. During the Princely Era the
councils headed by bishops had already become the
basis for the organization and canonical structure
of Kyivan Metropolitanate, as well as a significant
public forum for self-representing the Ruthenian
ethnic and confessional community.

THE TERM “MALA RUS” (LITTLE
RUS’) IN THE DOCUMENTS OF THE XIV
CENTURY

The article analyzes the appearing of the
term “Mala Rus”” in the documents of the XIV
century. The author concludes that for the first
time and in succession this definition is found
in the acts of the Patriarchs of Constantinople,
which are related to the founding and functio-
ning of the Galician Metropolitanate. This name
shows some equivalence of “Mala Rus’” and the
kingdom of Rus’. It defines Little Rus’ as a state
with royal power. However, the study of another
analogous geographical and political objects of
the medieval Central Europe (Little Hungary,
Little Poland, etc.) leads precisely to this con-
clusion. Also, it is not known how far Western
practice is correlated with Byzantine documents
of the XIV century, although the borders of the
Galician Metropolitanate clearly impose on the
borders of the Romanovych’s state. Further dis-
cussions with including new sources will un-
doubtedly bring historians closer to resolving of
the issue.
