This article is about the Landtaking of the Hungarians and their par-
ticipation in Balkan politics. Hungarians attacked almost all of their
neighbors until the end of the 9" century. Alliance of Hungarians with
Byzantium was short and dated only the end of the 9" century. War on
the side of the Hungarians against the Bulgarian king Simeon had
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far-reaching consequences. Bulgarians to effectively confront the Hun-
garians hired Pechenegs, who expelled Hungarians from Etelkéz. Mi-
grating Hungarians settled in Pannonia and crushed state of Great
Moravia during wars of the end of the 9" — beginning of the 10" cen-
turies. For campaign against the Romans in 934, Hungarians formed an
alliance with the Pechenegs. Raids to Byzantium considers Hungarians
as a chance to boost the coffers. Camping of 943 and 959 were carried
out for this purpose. Hungarian campaigns were stopped by the Byzan-
tinians in 961 and 970. Most of the names of the Bulgarians, Wal-
lachians and Slavs in Hungarian Sources are fictional, but the wars
against the Slavs and Wallachians in Transylvania and the Carpathians
were real.
