The de-
mographic, physiological, educational, professional, socio-economic and socio-cultural
components of the human capital have been singled out and characterized, which is of
great importance for the comprehensive analysis of the human capital at the national and
regional levels. The value of each component of the human capital in ensuring innovative
processes is substantiated.

Borodina O.A. Organizational and Economic Mechanism for Ensuring the De-
velopment of Spatial Formations in Conditions of Decentralization. Current Issues of
New Zoning. — P. 13.

Modern reform processes ATY with the accompanying processes of fiscal decen-
tralization have consequences for a number of unresolved but urgent issues: the compli-
cation of macroeconomic policy, especially fiscal coordination, the aggravation of inher-
ited territorial disparities, problems of institutional perfection of decentralized units that
receive delegated powers. At the same time, analyzing the experience of countries with
similar potential helps to determine their prospects without repeating other people's mis-
takes. Thus, the experience of European countries, in particular, Poland, proves that the
three-level structure of the territorial organization of power in the continental system of
local self-government bodies is effective, and the correlation identity with the Polish ter-
ritorial system gives Ukraine the opportunity to take into account the positive conse-
quences and minimize risks.

The article contains reasonable evidence of the need to take into account in
Ukraine the European approach to territorial division and the nomenclature of territorial
units for the purposes of NUTS statistics. Based on the ratio between the categories of
income of administrative divisions in Poland, we propose our own vision of building a
national system of budget and tax distribution with the introduction of fundamentally
new institutions and mechanisms.

A conceptual vision of the system strategy of economic development of spatial
formations is presented. Taking into account the frequency of Kondratiev cycles, it is
noted that for the period of 25-30 years of the half-cycle of the descending wave at the
community level, the territorial community should develop for its own strategic develop-
ment such scenarios of advanced development that could be implemented in the next
half-cycle (25-30 years of the next ascending wave).

The advantages and threats of budget decentralization, its main determinants in
European countries are presented. Taking into account some experience of the relevant
fiscal processes in our country since 2019, an analytical study of budget decentralization
in its political, regulatory, organizational and institutional planes was conducted. The
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institutional problem of the new spatial division is considered at the level of a new en-
larged district — as a new player in the administrative-territorial division of the state. An
urgent problem was stated-an extreme lack of funds even for the exercise of their own
powers. To achieve a positive effect of organizing the work of state authorities at all
levels of the territorial organization of power, it is proposed to use the possibility of ap-
plying the positive effect of external externalities. When the effective work of a public
authority is achieved from the synergy of the work of two subjects, with characteristic
functions and a range of rights and powers.

A number of recommendations are made to streamline the regulatory framework
for normalizing the further process of budget decentralization and improving the effi-
ciency of the work of subregional authorities. It was noted that the process of decentral-
ization should be closely linked to the new regional policy and the transformation of the
entire regional structure, as well as ensure social legitimacy and Justice.

The analysis of the existing institutional
system of foreign trade in Ukraine is carried out. that in the conditions of deteriorating
economic situation in the world and reduction of indicators of export potential of Ukraine
for 2019-2020, it is quite important to form and implement institutional support for the
strategy of promoting the development of domestic producers and promoting their pro-
ducts to foreign markets. The main factors that should be taken into account by domestic
producers in the process of entering the markets of the Middle East are substantiated. The
hierarchy of the purposes of institutional maintenance of foreign trade of Ukraine in the
context of cooperation with the countries of the region is offered.

According to the indicators of exports of goods and services to major trading
partners for 2018-2020, the formation of export destinations in Ukraine. The growth of
exports and the dynamics of Ukraine's foreign trade, which in turn brings currency to the
country, more investment and, most importantly, the fact that the country will become a
more competitive country.

The development of bilateral and multilateral relations of Ukraine with the coun-
tries of North Africa is considered in the plane of geoeconomic interests of Ukraine. This
indicates Ukraine's interest in the development of trade and economic cooperation, based
on the significant potential importance of the markets of these countries for the exit of
Ukrainian exporters, as the countries of the region still show significant demand for
Ukrainian goods.

The article is devoted to the solution of an actual scientific problem — ensuring
the effective implementation of the cluster policy within the framework of the strategy
of spatial development of the territories of Ukraine.

The purpose of the study is the theoretical generalization and systematization of
existing scientific approaches to the interpretation of the concept of “cluster policy” in
the system of the national economys; justification of the author's approach to determining
the essence and content of this category.

On the basis of a critical analysis of the literature, differences in interpretations
of cluster policy (concepts, forms, methods), as well as the choice of applied means of
implementing cluster policy (mechanisms, incentives, tools of influence) were revealed.
It should be emphasized that, for the most part, scientists interpret cluster policy as a
system of relations; activities of state authorities; cluster support activities; a number of
political measures; a set of measures that contribute to increasing the competitiveness of
the national economy; part of the industrial policy; component of regional policy; an
element of science, technology and innovation policy; priority of regional economic
policy; a separate policy with a clear strategy and budget; an element of economic deve-
lopment strategies.

The author's interpretation of cluster policy is proposed as a system of state and
public measures and mechanisms for supporting cluster structures and cluster initiatives,
which ensure an increase in the level of competitiveness of regions, enterprises included
in the cluster, the development of institutions that stimulate the creation of clusters and
contribute to the activation of innovative activities.

It was established that the key goal of cluster policy implementation is the crea-
tion of conditions for the formation and development of clusters as a basis for realizing
the competitive advantages of the territories of economic districts, increasing the level of
competitiveness of national and regional economies and the investment attractiveness of
Ukraine.

The main principles of cluster policy formation in Ukraine are multi-level policy
formation; economic stimulation of network cooperation in clusters; organizational sti-
mulation of network cooperation in clusters on the basis of public-private partnership;
support of competitive clusters.

For the effective implementation of cluster policy in Ukraine, it is necessary to:
1) include this type of policy in the list of national and regional priorities of socio-eco-

For this purpose, a pool of
industrial, construction, logistics, transport, engineering, financial proposals that can ge-
nerate a comprehensive solution for the restoration and modernization of the region will
be formed.

Ensuring compliance with environmental requirements by small and medium-
sized enterprises (SMEs) is a serious problem for environmental bodies around the world,
not least because this category of enterprises is characterized by features that make it
difficult to apply traditional methods of compliance with the requirements. In Ukraine,
the SME sector is at the stage of formation, but we can expect that the number of such
entities and, as a consequence, their environmental impact will increase, in particular, as
aresult of the implementation of politicians and strategies aimed at supporting this sector.

Indicators that characterize the level of destructive competition in Ukraine are
analyzed.

Quantitative indicators for each type of destructive competition violations in
Ukraine for 2014-2020 have been studied. Data in terms of economic activities are pre-
sented. The ratio of fines imposed by the Antimonopoly Committee of Ukraine and fines
paid for violations of the legislation on protection of economic competition in 2014-2020
is analyzed.

Under the influence of the gradual
opening of the market, new trends in the development of the supply sector were formed,
the main ones of which are: 1) consolidation of the divisional principle of building the
organizational structure (with an orientation in the business segment on the service’s in-
dividualization, and in the household segment - on the sales’ individualization; 2) crea-
tion of new customer models designed to bring the supplier as close as possible to the
consumer and to implement an aggressive offensive strategy as the household segment
of the market is finally liberalized; 3) digitalization of services; 4) gradual preparation
for the shift of emphasis to the use of non-price methods of competition.

It was argued that the new market configuration dictates the requirements for the
organizational and management structures of suppliers and determines the content of new
products on the market. At the same time, the new market model generates significant
risks, namely: increased asymmetric nature of competition, monopolization, reduced fi-
nancial stability of suppliers due to non-payment. Most of these risks are systemic in
nature, formed in the external environment and cannot be completely eliminated by the
efforts of suppliers in the field of service improvement or the introduction of innovative
products.

The
governments of countries respond differently to these challenges depending on the insti-
tutions created at the supranational, state and regional levels, the amount of funds they
have to overcome the economic, social and environmental insecurity of the inhabitants
of such territories. In the article the world experience of financial support for the sustain-
able development of old industrial territories is generalized and recommendations regard-
ing the possibilities of their use for the revitalization of such regions in Ukraine are sub-
stantiated. Three countries were chosen as objects of study: the UK, the Czech Republic
and Turkey. The recommendations substantiated for Ukraine relate to the definition of
project priority criteria based on the assessment of the level of development of territories
according to a weighted index of several indicators, the set of which can be adapted to
specific national conditions, but should reflect all components of sustainable develop-
ment; using the possibilities of European integration in the field of innovation, science
and education to form a modern policy for the revitalization of old industrial regions;
using the State Regional Development Fund for the implementation of projects for the
revitalization of old industrial territories; active involvement of regional development
agencies in solving problematic issues of revitalization of abandoned territories of former
industrial use.

The article with the use of a memoir-analytical review of scientific and public
activities of Doctor of Economics, Professor Vasyl Ivanovych Pyla reveals the formation
of a system of strategic planning of socio-economic development of Khmelnytskyi re-
gion. The methodological provisions of the Concept of Human Development present the
global Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) for the period up to 2015 and the Sus-
tainable Development Goals (SDGs) for the period up to 2030, localized at the level of
Khmelnytskyi region.

The information and methodological aspects of economic and statistical assess-
ment of the MDGs and the SDGs with the help of indicators of national methods (2001
and 2012) of the Regional Human Development Index (RHDI) are considered. The or-
ganizational and economic essence of strategic planning of socio-economic development
of the region is defined as the planned activities of regional authorities to change the
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negative trends of indicators of RHDI indicators to positive ones by implementing ap-
propriate measures.

Particular attention is paid to preventing the goals of socio-economic develop-
ment of regions from the strategies and policies of socio-economic development of the
state as a whole. Based on the forecast calculations of 33 indicators of RHDR of Khmel-
nytskyi region for 2016-2020. identified strategic priorities for socio-economic develop-
ment, formulated 2 new strategic goals and clarified 4 existing ones, which were pro-
vided by the Regional Development Strategy, developed in 2010-2011.

Structures of the first in Ukraine Regional program of human development of
Khmelnytskyi region and 6 programs of social and economic development of the region
for 2016-2020 are revealed. The conceptual provisions of the experiment «State regula-
tion of regional human development in the administrative region» with the definition of
the powers of the regional state administration and the regional council in the context of
decentralization.

The introduction of the Forecasting-Programming-Budgeting (FPB) system in
the activities of regional authorities is focused on the use of the provisions of budgetary
federalism of the unitary state (in the order of setting). The use of the components of the
organizational and methodological mechanism of strategic planning is focused on achiev-
ing coherence between the Center and the Regions as a single socio-economic system.

The concept of an agerative system is introduced as one of the two large systems
that support symmetry in the economy, and which exists in parallel with the market or
commodity-money system. Agerative system is built on the basis of management actions
and is a complex of management, transactional actions of all types and types.

A table was created in which the main correspondences between transformational
and transactional types of processes and the economic phenomena generated by them are
placed.

Transformational and transactional processes generate different types of eco-
nomic phenomena. If in transformational processes goods are created, more precisely,
natural-material bodies of goods as carriers of value, then institutions are created in trans-
actional processes.
