Ukrainian belongs to the group of the Slavic largpsa Slavs are a group of
Eastern European peoples, subdivided into Eastaus §5reat Russians, Ukrainians
and Byelorussians), Western Slavs (Poles, Moraviamschs, Slovaks, Slovenes,
Bulgarians).

In the 7' century a tribe of Western Slavs headed by Viaigeated from the
Middle and Low Vistula to the Volga and settlethim area between the Volga and
Oka. Their Ianzguage was influenced by the locajdages of the Finn and Turkic
origin. In the 14 century the land of Viatychi was included into@reat Principality
of Musvovia which became called Rus. They spokiaRus

In 862 the Great Moravia Principality became Cligist But the church service
was led in Latin which the Moravians didn't undergt. Prince of Great Moravia
Rostyslav asked Byzantium to send teachers to Mdateach Christianity in the
Slavic language. On May 24, 863 the Solun brottiectared in Pliska, the capital of
Bulgaria in that time, noticed about the creatidithe Slavic alphabet. Cyril had been
already known as an outstanding scholar and theatghabet got his name “Cyrillic”.

In 988 Prince Volodymyr introduced Christianitydgivan Rus. In Rus the Old
Bulgarian language mixed with the local languageRakiches who spoke the so-
called “Kyivan language”. Under the influence ofettOld Bulgarian the Old
Ukrainian became called the Church Slavic langudigehe books this language
spread over Rus. The Kyivan (Old Ukrainian) languag@s not written language and
didn’t spread as far as the Church Slavic language.

In 1632 the Kyiv-Mohyla Academy was founded. In7188men Polotskyi
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became co-founder of the Moscow Slavic-Greek-Ratilemy upon the model of the
Kyiv-Mohyla Academy. In the i&entury all the teachers of the Academy were
Ukrainians. The first classics of the new Ukrairiterature were Ivan Kotliarevskyi
(1769-1838) and Taras Shevchenko (1814-1861).

From the 1930's to the 1980's, the policy of Rigatibn forced Ukrainians to
use the Russian language in government, schootslaxigion.

Ukrainian became the official language of Ukraime1i990. The Ukrainian
language is an independent and original unit of Slevic group of Indo-European
languages. Ukrainian has some regional dialect&lwmary according to a region’s
history and the influence of other cultures onrégion. Ukrainian dialects spoken by
west Ukrainians show some Polish influence. Disloim Eastern Ukraine reflect
more Russian traits.
