Summary

In the article the aspects of the problematization of the concrete historical relationships of the
concepts of author, genre and style defining in the literary history the image of the age of the Baroque
and Classicism as an époque of contradiction are taken into consideration. Analyzing the experience of
the author's rearrangement of the rhetorical genre and style system embodied in “The Case of
K. Charles I. Truly Stated” by the outstanding English satirist of the XVII" century Samuel Butler one
should reveal the writer's way of the realization of the style-matrix of the Rhetoric as a genre-model
destructing the poetological norms of the artistic consciousness at the end of the traditional period.
