Î íîìåíêëàòóðå Eumerus tauricus (Diptera, Syrphidae). Áàðêàëîâ À. Â., Ïîïîâ Ã. Â. – Âèäîâîå íàçâàíèå 
Eumerus carasukensis Barkalov, 1990 ÿâëÿåòñÿ ìëàäøèì ñóáúåêòèâíûì ñèíîíèìîì íàçâàíèÿ Å. tauricus 
Stackelberg, 1952. Äàíà îïðåäåëèòåëüíàÿ òàáëèöà ïî ñàìöàì äëÿ 3 áëèçêèõ âèäîâ: Å. rufomaculatus Peck, 
1966, Å. sabulonum (Fallén, 1817) è Å. tauricus. Íåîáõîäèìî îñòîðîæíî ïðèìåíÿòü ïðèçíàê ñîïðèêà-
ñàþùèõñÿ èëè íåñîïðèêàñàþùèõñÿ ãëàç ó ñàìöîâ ïðè îïðåäåëåíèè âèäîâ Eumerus. Óïîìèíàíèå î íà-
õîäêå Å. sabulonum â Çàáàéêàëüå (Çèìèíà, 1976) ÿâëÿåòñÿ îøèáî÷íûì (îòíîñèòñÿ ê Å. djakonovi Stack., 
1952). Ñàìöû Å. armenorum Stackelberg, 1960 îòëè÷àþòñÿ îò ñàìöîâ Å. tauricus íàëè÷èåì äëèííîãî ñå-
ðåáðèñòîãî îïóøåíèÿ IV ñòåðíèòà.

About Nomenclature of Eumerus tauricus (Diptera, Syrphidae). Barkalov A. V., Popov G. V. – Eumerus cara-
sukensis Barkalov, 1990 is shown to be a junior subjective synonym of the name Å. tauricus Stackelberg, 1952. 
Based upon A. A. Stackelberg's (1961) monograph, the key to males of three closely related Eumerus species 
(Å. rufomaculatus Peck, 1966, Å. sabulonum (Fallén, 1817) and Å. tauricus) is given. One examined male of 
Eumerus tauricus has eyes touching dorsally, therefore this character must be used in Eumerus species determi-
nation with precaution. Record of Å. sabulonum from Transbaikalia (Zimina, 1976) is erroneous and based 
upon a specimen of Å. djakonovi Stack., 1952. Å. armenorum Stackelberg, 1960 males differ from Å. tauricus by 
having long silver hairs on sternite IV (absent in the latter).

Èç Óêðàèíû îòìå÷åíû 3 ðîäà ìóõ-æóð÷àëîê (Diptera, Syrphidae), îòíîñÿùèõñÿ ê òðèáå Eumerini: Eume-
rus Meigen, 1822, Merodon Meigen, 1803 è Psilota Meigen, 1822 (äåëåíèå íà òðèáû ïðèíÿòî ïî Ïýê (Peck, 
1988)). Ïðåäñòàâèòåëè ïîñëåäíåãî ðîäà âñòðå÷àþòñÿ â ëåñíûõ áèîòîïàõ è â Óêðàèíå äîâîëüíî ðåäêè (Ïî-
ïîâ, 1994). Ìóõè ïåðâûõ äâóõ ðîäîâ õàðàêòåðíû â îñíîâíîì äëÿ îòêðûòûõ ëàíäøàôòîâ. Â Óêðàèíå îíè 
âñòðå÷àþòñÿ âî ìíîãèõ áèîòîïàõ, ïðè÷åì èõ ÷èñëåííîñòü ïîðîé âûñîêà, à îòäåëüíûå âèäû ðîäà Eumerus ê 
òîìó æå ìîãóò íàíîñèòü ñóùåñòâåííûé âðåä íåêîòîðûì îâîùíûì è äåêîðàòèâíûì êóëüòóðàì (Êóçíåöîâ, 
1972; Ëèòâèíîâ, Êðàñíîïîëüñêèé, Ñàëîòåâñêèé, 1977; è äð.). Îñîáåííî áîãàò âèäàìè ðîäà Eumerus Êðûì-
ñêèé ïîëóîñòðîâ. Çäåñü, ïî ëèòåðàòóðíûì äàííûì, èõ íàñ÷èòûâàåòñÿ 14 âèäîâ (Áóêîâñêèé, Øòàêåëüáåðã, 
1932; Øòàêåëüáåðã, 1952, 1961; Çèìèíà, 1993). Âñå ýòè âèäû äîâîëüíî ÷àñòî îòìå÷àþòñÿ â ðàçëè÷íûõ àðèä-
íûõ ëàíäøàôòàõ è òîëüêî E. tauricus Stackelberg, 1952 äî íåäàâíåãî âðåìåíè áûë èçâåñòåí ëèøü ïî åäèíñò-
âåííîé ñàìêå. Òàêæå ïî îäíîé íàéäåííîé ñàìêå ýòîò âèä óïîìèíàåòñÿ ñ òåððèòîðèè Ðóìûíèè (Brădescu, 
1991). 

Íîâûå ýêçåìïëÿðû ýòîãî âèäà áûëè îáíàðóæåíû íàìè â êîëëåêöèîííîì ìàòåðèàëå, õðàíÿùåìñÿ â 
Ñèìôåðîïîëüñêîì ãîñóäàðñòâåííîì óíèâåðñèòåòå (ÑÃÓ), Çîîëîãè÷åñêîì ìóçåå Ìîñêîâñêîãî ãîñóäàðñòâåí-
íîãî óíèâåðñèòåòà (ÇÌÌÓ), Çîîëîãè÷åñêîì èíñòèòóòå Ðîññèéñêîé àêàäåìèè íàóê, Ñàíêò-Ïåòåðáóðã (ÇÈÍ) 
è Èíñòèòóòå ñèñòåìàòèêè è ýêîëîãèè æèâîòíûõ ÑÎ ÐÀÍ, Íîâîñèáèðñê (ÈÑÝÆ).

Ïðè èçó÷åíèè êîëëåêöèîííûõ ìàòåðèàëîâ, õðàíÿùèõñÿ â Ñèìôåðîïîëüñêîì ãîñó-
äàðñòâåííîì óíèâåðñèòåòå è Çîîëîãè÷åñêîì ìóçåå Ìîñêîâñêîãî ãîñóäàðñòâåííîãî óíè-
âåðñèòåòà, íàìè áûëè îáíàðóæåíû ýêçåìïëÿðû ðàíåå íå èçâåñòíûõ ñàìöîâ Eumerus tauri-
cus Stackelberg, 1952. Âíåøíå îíè ñõîäíû ñ ñàìöàìè E. sabulonum (Fallén, 1817), íî ðåçêî 
îòëè÷àëèñü ïîëíîñòüþ ÷åðíûìè ëàïêàìè, íàëè÷èåì íà çàäíèõ áåäðàõ äëèííûõ è ãóñòûõ 
áåëûõ âîëîñêîâ (ðèñ. 4), à òàêæå èíîé ôîðìîé ñóðñòèëåé. Áîëåå òùàòåëüíûé àíàëèç 
ñòðîåíèÿ ïîñòàáäîìåíà ïîêàçàë åãî ïîëíîå ñõîäñòâî ñî ñòðîåíèåì òàêîâîãî ó äðóãîãî 
âèäà – Å. carasukensis Barkalov, 1990. Ñðàâíåíèå ãîëîòèïà E. tauricus è ïàðàòèïîâ 
Å. carasukensis (ñàìîê) òàêæå ïîêàçàëî èõ î÷åíü áîëüøîå ñõîäñòâî. 

Âî âíåøíåì ñòðîåíèè èçó÷åííûå íàìè ñàìöû E. tauricus èìåþò íåêîòîðûå íåçíà-
÷èòåëüíûå îòëè÷èÿ îò ñàìöîâ èç òèïîâîé ñåðèè Å. carasukensis, ïåðå÷èñëåííûå íèæå. 
Ëèöî ó ýêçåìïëÿðîâ E. tauricus ìîæåò áûòü ñ ñèíåâàòûì îòëèâîì; òåìÿ îáû÷íî îäíîé 
øèðèíû ñî ëáîì è áåç ñèíåãî îòëèâà; ãëàçêîâûé òðåóãîëüíèê ïî÷òè ðàâíîñòîðîííèé; 
çàòûëîê ïî÷òè âåñü â áåëûõ âîëîñêàõ, ëèøü ñïåðåäè è, ðåäêî, íà ñåðåäèíå åñòü åäè-
íè÷íûå áóðîâàòî-÷åðíûå; ñèíåâàòûé îòëèâ ñðåäíåñïèíêè è áî÷êîâ ãðóäè ìîæåò áûòü 
íåÿñíûì èëè ñðåäíåñïèíêà è áî÷êè ñ çåëåíîâàòûì îòëèâîì, ñèíåâàòûì òîëüêî ïî 
êðàÿì ñðåäíåñïèíêè; ñðåäíåñïèíêà â ïåðåäíåé ïîëîâèíå ñ òðåìÿ ïðîäîëüíûìè ïî-
ëîñêàìè íàëåòà, èíîãäà ñëàáî çàìåòíûìè (îñîáåííî ñðåäíÿÿ); êîëåíè, êàê ïðàâèëî, 
òîëüêî ïåðåäíèõ è ñðåäíèõ íîã óçêî-áóðîâàòûå, ëèøü ó äâóõ ýêçåìïëÿðîâ è êîëåíè 
çàäíèõ íîã óçêî-áóðîâàòî-÷åðíûå. Ïðè ñðàâíåíèè ãîëîòèïà E. tauricus ñ òèïîâûìè 
ýêçåìïëÿðàìè (ñàìêàìè) E. carasukensis îêàçàëîñü, ÷òî ñàìêà ïåðâîãî âèäà îòëè÷àåòñÿ 
îò ñàìîê âòîðîãî òîëüêî äåòàëÿìè îêðàñêè íîã (ïåðåäíèå è ñðåäíèå áåäðà E. tauricus 
ñíèçó è çàäíèå ïîëíîñòüþ – êðàñíîâàòî-æåëòûå, âñå ëàïêè ÷åðíûå äî âåðøèíû) è

íèÿ ñðåäíåñïèíêè, íà íàø âçãëÿä, ëåæàò â ïðåäåëàõ âíóòðèâèäîâîé èçìåí÷èâîñòè, 
ïîñêîëüêó âñòðå÷àþòñÿ è ó äðóãèõ âèäîâ ðîäà. Ïåðå÷èñëåííûå ýêçåìïëÿðû êîíñïåöè-
ôè÷íû, ïîýòîìó íàçâàíèå Eumerus carasukensis Barkalov, 1990 ñëåäóåò ñ÷èòàòü ìëàäøèì 
ñèíîíèìîì Eumerus tauricus Stackelberg, 1952. 

Åùå îäíèì âèäîì, ñõîäíûì ñ E. tauricus, ÿâëÿåòñÿ E. armenorum Stackelberg, 1960. 
Ïðèâåäåííûé â îïðåäåëèòåëüíîé òàáëèöå Øòàêåëüáåðãà (1961) ïðèçíàê – ñîïðèêà-
ñàþùèåñÿ èëè íåñîïðèêàñàþùèåñÿ ó ñàìöîâ ãëàçà, ñëóæàùèé äëÿ ðàçäåëåíèÿ âèäîâ, 
ïðèìåíèì íå âñåãäà. Ó îäíîãî èç èçó÷åííûõ íàìè ñàìöîâ E. tauricus èç Êóðñêîé îá-
ëàñòè ãëàçà íå ðàçäåëåíû è íà î÷åíü êîðîòêîì ïðîòÿæåíèè ÿñíî ñîïðèêàñàþòñÿ. Ïî-
ñëå ñðàâíåíèÿ òèïîâûõ ýêçåìïëÿðîâ E. armenorum è ñàìöîâ E. tauricus ìåæäó íèìè 
óñòàíîâëåíî ñëåäóþùåå îòëè÷èå: ó ïåðâîãî âèäà IV ñòåðíèò áðþøêà ñàìöà íåñåò 
äëèííûå ñåðåáðèñòûå âîëîñêè, â òî âðåìÿ êàê ó ñàìöîâ E. tauricus òàêèõ äëèííûõ ñå-
ðåáðèñòûõ âîëîñêîâ íà IV ñòåðíèòå íåò. Ê ñîæàëåíèþ, ñðàâíåíèÿ ïîñòàáäîìåíîâ 
ñàìöîâ ýòèõ äâóõ âèäîâ ìû ïðîâåñòè íå ñìîãëè. 

Â îïðåäåëèòåëüíóþ òàáëèöó ïàëåàðêòè÷åñêèõ âèäîâ ðîäà Eumerus (Øòàêåëüáåðã, 
1961), ñ ó÷åòîì îïèñàííîãî ïîçæå Å. rufomaculatus Peck, 1966 (Ïýê, 1966), E. tauricus 
ìîæåò áûòü âêëþ÷åí, êàê ïîêàçàíî íèæå. 

Ðàñïðîñòðàíåíèå E. sabulonum äàíî ïî Øòàêåëüáåðãó (1961), Ñêóôüèíó (1973), Àíóôðèåâó è Ñîøíè-
êîâó (1983), Ïýê (Peck, 1988, Ëåæåíèíîé (1990), Êóçíåöîâó (1992), Çèìèíîé (1993), à òàêæå ïî Êóçíåöîâó 
è Êóçíåöîâîé (Kuznetzov, Kuznetzova, 1996). Óêàçàíèå Çèìèíîé (1976) íà íàõîäêó E. sabulonum â Áóðÿòèè 
ÿâëÿåòñÿ îøèáî÷íûì, òàê êàê èçó÷åíèå óïîìÿíóòûõ â åå ñòàòüå ýêçåìïëÿðîâ, õðàíÿùèõñÿ â Çîîëîãè÷åñêîì

ñ èõ çà÷àòêàìè ïî ïåðåäíåìó êðàþ. Òåìåííîé òðåóãîëüíèê òîëüêî â ÷åðíûõ âîëîñêàõ. Íîãè

36 á (36 à). 2-é è 3-é òåðãèòû áðþøêà â áîëüøåé ÷àñòè èëè ïîëíîñòüþ, 4-é òåðãèò ÷àñòî ñïåðåäè è ïî 
êðàÿì – êðàñíûå. Ïîëóëóííûå ïÿòíà áåëîâàòî-ñåðîãî íàëåòà íà áðþøêå ðàçâèòû. Ñðåäíå-

çàäíèõ áåäåð â ñàìîé òîëñòîé èõ ÷àñòè (ðèñ. 1). Ñðåäíèå áåäðà ñçàäè ñ îôîðìëåííûì ðÿ-
äîì ãóñòûõ áåëûõ âîëîñêîâ, ÷óòü áîëåå äëèííûõ, ÷åì íà çàäíèõ áåäðàõ (ðèñ. 2, 3). Ñðåäíå-
ñïèíêà â êîðîòêèõ, ïîëóïðèëåãàþùèõ ñâåòëûõ âîëîñêàõ. Îñíîâíàÿ ÷àñòü ãîëåíåé è 3 îñ-
íîâíûõ ÷ëåíèêà ïåðåäíèõ è ñðåäíèõ ëàïîê æåëòûå.

36 áá (36 áà). Çàäíèå áåäðà ñíèçó â ãóñòûõ áåëûõ âîëîñêàõ, äëèíà êîòîðûõ ïðèìåðíî ðàâíà øèðèíå çàä-
íèõ áåäåð â ñàìîé òîëñòîé èõ ÷àñòè (ðèñ. 4). Ñðåäíèå áåäðà ñçàäè â ãóñòûõ áåëûõ âîëîñêàõ, 
íå îáðàçóþùèõ ÷åòêèé ðÿä (ðèñ. 5, 6). Ñðåäíåñïèíêà â ìåëêèõ òîð÷àùèõ ñìåøàííûõ æåë-
òûõ è ÷åðíûõ âîëîñêàõ. Íîãè ÷åðíûå, ëèøü êîëåíè óçêîáóðîâàòûå.

36 (37). Eyes bare, drawn closer to each other but not bordering. Antennae black or brownish-black. Fron-
sland face black, slightly metallic lustrous with relatively dense white hairs. Mesonotum black, 
coarsely punctuate. 

36 a (36 b). Abdomen black, with reddish lateral spots on tergites II and III. White pruinose spots on abdomen 
absent. Mesonotum dull, without pale pruinose strips, only with their rudiments on its front mar-
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gin. Vertical triangle only with black hairs. Legs black, only lower side of tarsi yellowish or 
brownish. 7.5 mm. Kyrghyzstan. ...................................................................... E. rufomaculatus Peck

36 b (36 a). Tergites II and III of abdomen for the most part or wholly as well as tergite IV often anteriorly 
and on margins red. Whitish-grey pruinose crescent spots on abdomen well-developed. Mesono-
tum lustrous, with 3 longitudinal greyish pruinose, sometimes weakly developed strips, of which 
middle one significantly more narrow and indistinct. Vertical triangle covered with black hairs with 
admixture of white ones. 

36 ba (36 bb). Hind femora from below covered with dense white pubescence, length of which considerably 
shorter than width of hind femora in the most thick part of them (fig. 1). Middle femora from 
behind with distinct row of dense white hairs, the latter slightly longer than of hind femora (figs 2, 
3). Mesonotum with short, half-pressed pale hairs. Basal part of tibiae and basal tarsomeres I-III 
of fore and mid tarsi yellow. 5.0—10.2 (up to 10.6 p female) mm. Latvia; Estonia; Russia (Lenin-
grad reg., Nizhny Novgorod reg., Lipetsk reg.); Ukraine (steppe zone of the Trans-Dnieper 
Ukraine; Crimea); major part of Europa; Northern Africa. ................................. E. sabulonum (Fll.)

36 bb (36 ba). Hind femora from below with dense white hairs, length of which approximately equal to width of 
hind femora in the most thick part of them (fig. 4). Mid femora with dense white hairs, not form-
ing distinct row (figs 5, 6). Mesonotum with short erect mixed yellow and black hairs. Legs black, 
only knees narrow brownish.
