The process of social production occurs in material and non-material
production, and its result is public or national product.

The concept of "national product" more logical to use when talking about the
effectiveness of the national economy or national economic system, "social product" -
in assessing the results of social production [1, s.468].

In modern economic literature national product is considered as the entire
annual flow of goods and services within the national economy, but in terms of its
structure - as the total income of society, total costs and total production [1, s.468-
474].

For the category of "social product”, it is interpreted as "the full amount of
material and spiritual wealth created by society for a certain period of time, usually
one year."

In order to study economic policy, planning, economic forecasting the
economy created a system of national accounts, which is a complex balance tables in
the form of balance of payments (principle of double-entry), and hence related
calculations that characterize the cycle of goods and income between subjects objects
of economic activity in the direct production, exchange, distribution and end use
within the national economy.

Stages of production in the national accounts characterize macroeconomic
indicators, the gross output of goods and services, industrial consumption and gross
domestic product. Gross output of goods and services characterize their full value, but
other than wages and profits at the same time takes into account depreciation.

Intermediate consumption - is the value of goods and services rendered that
were spent in the final manufactured product. If the amount of the gross output of
goods and services considered intermediate consumption, we obtain the gross
domestic product GDP.

The main means of calculating GDP is:

* Cost;

* income;

» through production.
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In calculating the cost to GDP includes goods and services purchased by such
entities as separate individuals (as in the population sample), enterprises and
government (purchase of goods and services).

From the objects of GDP in this case consists of:

1. Cost consumption - goods (short and long-term consumption) and services,
excluding spending on housing, which are included in investments;

2. The cost of gross investment, ie the cost of recovery and increase in fixed
assets, the purchase of labor and supplies, as well as residential construction;

3. Government purchases of goods and services by central and local
authorities;

4. Net exports.

In calculating the revenue to GDP are:

- Salaries and bonuses of employees, as well as contributions to social
insurance businesses, to pension funds and other benefits;

- Depreciation of fixed assets wear;

- Income from the property, including the capital (profit, interest, and the rest,
including taxes on income, dividends and retained earnings);

- Indirect taxes on businesses (excise taxes, property taxes, customs duties,
etc.).

Calculation of GDP through the manufacturing is done by summing the
values added, the contribution of each entrepreneur in creating GDP. Added value
means the value of the newly attached to a depreciation is determined as the
difference between the proceeds from the sale of goods and the cost of the means of
production. [2].

If GDP measured at current (current) prices, it is called nominal GDP, if the
base (constant) prices - a real GDP. The relationship between national and real GDP
is called - the GDP deflator.

With the index - the dynamics of physical deflator of GDP as a ratio of GDP
this year in comparable prices to the baseline GDP.

Index - deflator - the price index, which is used for the calculation of which
probably cost parameters specified in the current (current prices in basic prices, ie
prices was taken as the baseline). Index (from the Latin. "Index" - an indicator list) -
statistic, which describes the change of certain events, including economic. The index
is defined as the quantity (previous period (planned) taken as a base, and leveling
(actual) refers to this database [2].

Dynamics of indices of the physical volume of gross domestic product from
1991 to 2010 is shown in Fig. 1 [3, p.30, p.34].
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Fig. 1. Volume index of GDP (in percent by 1990).
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Consequently, GDP - the main indicator of economic development and the
most comprehensive indicator of total output and services over time.

Try to determine the relationship of GDP with the volume of passenger traffic.

Passenger traffic has always been indicators of social security of citizens of the
country, that is, when their material security increases - increased mobility of the
population, increasing passenger traffic.

South - Western Railway is the epicenter of passenger transportation in
Ukraine, more than a third of the traffic accounted for metropolitan highway.

In Table. 1 and Figure 2 given the dynamics of passenger turnover 1913-2010
years, with an interval of 20 years, nearly 100 years of activity in South - Western
Railway.
