rare in more southern steppe regions. Study of a wide circle of archaeological sources and the 17* and 18" ¢. documents
indicates that during several millennia the Dnipro River Nadporizzhya region was a centre of control over the water-ways
and overland routes. In the Scythian period it connected important territories of the northern Steppe and Forest-Steppe
with ancient Greek cities of the north coast of the Black Sea.

The burial was made in an ancient Greek sarcophagus from which there remained inlayed ivory plates richly decorated
with engraved scenes, floral, zoomorphic, and geometrical ornaments. Not less expressive are the bone details of caskets
and of a pyxis. Anthropomorphous and zoomorphic depictions from Blyznuyk 2 can be considered as unique, though by the
engraving technique and by level of the work similar products are known from the sites of European and Asian Bosporus.
This fact, as well as series of features of burial customs and several items made of nonferrous and precious metals, textile of
Middle Asian cotton, etc. demonstrate a substantial level of Hellenization of the Scythian aristocrat buried in Blyznyuk 2
and his relation to Bosporus. Materials of the monument convincingly evidence that intense Hellenization of the Scythian

nobles began much more earlier than it was considered before, in any case, since the end of the 5" ¢. BC.

BOAT FROM LYUBYTIV — A UNIQUE MONUMENT OF SHIPPING

In 1984, in a lake in Lyubytiv village of Kovel Region in Volyn Oblast, an ancient dugout was found which is kept in the
Volyn Oblast Local Lore Museum. Its length is 3,70 m, maximum width is 0,52 m. Two partitions cut together with the hull
divide the boat into three parts. As a whole, it can be referred to the most perfect examples of products of such type.

What is the most interesting is that in the inner side of the right board two groups of symbols are chiseled: one contains
four badges, the first and the third of which look like letters D and V, and in the other five badges are traced resembling letters
I(or),V, A, IandS. The height of marks is 3,0—3,0 cm, their width is 3,0—6,0 cm, the width of ditches which make marks
is 0,6—1,0 cm. These inscriptions are unique, and there are no analogies on the territory of Ukraine.

Contrary to dates under C14 which indicated a very old age of the boat, it can be referred to the mediaeval epoch. Analysis
of similar finds on the territory of Ukraine allows the authors to doubt that the boat can be referred to the Neolithic.
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
