Summary

In the verbalization of the other world in the travesty “Aeneid” by |. Kotlyarevsky pagan and
Christian senses, especially ambiguous usage of the word hell (nexno), have been mixed. Kotlyarevsky
had deal with a rather complicated mythological picture of the underground kingdom of the dead, shown
in the sixth song of Virgil's “Aeneid” not so directly as in the travesty adaptation of his Russian
predecessor Mykola Osipov — in the third part of his “Aenejd” (St. Petersburg, 1791). By inertia of the
Russian text, where the word hell (a0) figures, Kotlyarevsky calls all Ukrainian underground kingdom by
Ukrainian word hell (nekno) (rarely — hell (ad)), putting in it either the meaning of the pagan kingdom of
shadows, or the meaning of Christian places of sinners punishment. Distinguishing between these
senses enables deeper understanding of the corresponding places in Ukrainian “Aeneid”.
