AUTHOR GUIDELINES
The proceedings of «Industrial botany» are published annually by the Donetsk Botanical

Garden of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine. It publishes original research papers

and short communications on biodiversity study and conservation under the conditions of

anthropogeogenesis, plant ecology, plant introduction, integrated plant protection, genetic and
physiological-biochemical features of plants in the anthropogenous transformed environments.
Manuscripts should be written in Ukrainian, Russian and English.

1. The authors should submit to the Editorial Board a paper copy, printed on A4 paper and
signed by the authors, background information, expert opinion or recommendation of the
institution where the research was conducted (postgraduate students should provide
reviews of their supervisors). Send e-version of the paper by e-mail at the address:
prombotanica@ukr.net or by regular mail on the electronic media (CD-ROM, etc.). E-
version should include files containing full text of the paper, tables, figures, abstracts and
background information about the author(s).

2. Papers (including tables, figures and references) should be no longer than 20 printed

pages (as far as the theoretical problematic and discussion papers are concerned), 12 pages

(original factual papers) and 5 pages (other papers). Publication of the papers longer than that

is left to the Editorial Board’s consideration. Figures and tables on the whole must not exceed

the body text.

3. Manuscripts should be written in Word: font Times New Roman; size 14, line spacing —
1.5, indent — 1.25 cm, without hyphenation, with 3 cm left margin and 2 c¢m right, upper,
bottom ones, pages should not be numbered. The appropriate name for the text file is that
of the first author (e.g. «Lavrenko»).

4. Manuscripts should be structured into following sections: (with the following section
headings): «Introduction», «Research Aims and Objectives», «Research Objects and
Methods», «Results and Discussion», «Conclusions», and «Acknowledgements», if
needed. In some cases, some modifications of these sections are possible. In particular,
floristic, problem and theoretical papers, short communications can be arranged as a
whole.

5. Material should be formatted in a following way: v UDC (Universal Decimal
Classification) — in the upper left corner; v* the initials and surname of the author(s) in
bold; v title of the article in bold capital letters; v key words in lower case; v the text; v/
references; v' name of the institution where the research was performed (on the left) and
the word “Received” (on the right); v' abstracts should be submitted in Russian and
English, if a paper is in Ukrainian, it should be in Ukrainian and English, if a paper is in
Russian, and it should be in Russian and English, if the paper is in English. Divide each
information fragment preceding the text by an empty line.

6. Tables: tables with a portrait layout must follow the text paragraph where they are first
mentioned, ones with a landscape layout must be placed on the next page. Do not
fragment tables when transferring onto the next page and do not repeat headers. Besides,
include tables as separate files, entitled «Lavrenko Tab0O1y», «Lavrenko Tab02» etc. into
your electronic version. The material presented in the tables should not be repeated in the
text.

7. Figures should follow the text paragraph where they are first mentioned. Include them also
as separate full-sized jpeg (jpg) files (named «Lavrenko Fig01», «Lavrenko Fig02», etc.).
Figures must be of a high quality. Full Word file size of the paper, including figures,
should be no more than 10 MB. Figure captions should include the name of the picture,
the interpretation of all curves, letters, numbers and other symbols. Microphotograph
captions should indicate magnification and staining or impregnation of the material.

8. References should be listed on a separate page without a title, arranged alphabetically.
Citations must follow the style as outlined below. Please note the punctuation and
capitalization, and also italicization and bold type. In English, capitalize the first word in
the title, including titles of books, journals and names of conferences. In other Roman
script languages, please follow capitalization rules for those languages. In general,
citations should follow the original. The journal titles are italicized and conventionally
abbreviated.

mention and in the beginning of the sentence, otherwise abridge it to the first letter. If
necessary, give common names of taxa in the language of the paper, but with a reference
also to their Latin names. SI units should be used throughout the text. To indicate a range
of values, please use a dash (e.g. 5-12 cm, 60—80%), use only quotes such as «chevronsy,
give the name of varieties in ‘turned commas’. Please avoid abbreviated words and
phrases in the text and also in the tables and figures, except for conventional abbreviations,
or define abbreviations at the first mention (e.g. National Nature Park (NNP), and further
on throughout the text - NNP), if necessary.

10. Abstracts should include:v" UDC; v' paper name in capital letters; v initials and surname
of the author(s); v' full name of the institution where the research was conducted; v* the
text of the abstract; v' key words (each structural element being followed by an empty
line). Within the text body, place abstract after the list of references and attach it as a
separate file (named respectively «Lavrenko Ref»).

11. When reporting floristic findings in the paper, you must specify the academic
institution’s Herbarium storing their data samples, and provide reference information from
that institution for the Editorial Board. If the finding took place in the South-East of
Ukraine, samples (or their dublicates) should be transferred to the Donetsk Botanical
Garden’s Herbarium of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine (DNZ).

12. Background information. It is obligatory to send information about the author(s):

13. Editorial board has the right to introduce editorial changes to the title and text of the
paper.

14. Publication fee is 20 UAH (Ukraine’s hryvnias) per page. Money should be transferred
to: Tatiana Vasilievna Laikova, Donetsk Botanical Garden of the National Academy of
Sciences of Ukraine; 110 Pr.
