This reportpresents additive information about the ringing recoveries of
Waders. In the previous issues ("Branta", issue 2) the data were pub-
lished on the ringing recoveries of Curlew Sandpipers (Calidrisferrug-
inea) ringed or captured with foreign rings in Ukraine and bordering
areas ofthe Azov-Black Sea region. The current report includes materi-
als on the ringing recoveries o fDunlins (Calidris alpina) from different
territories of theformer Soviet Union andforeign countries, excepting
the Azov-Black Sea region. The data are given to the database of the
Azov-Black Sea Ornithological Station by Moscow Ringing Center. A
great number of researchers and institutions took part in gathering this
information and this extensive material was collected only owing to
their joined work. We are extremely grateful to their efforts and hope
that the published data will provide them with more information about
Dunlins biology. In thefollowings issues of "Branta” we shall continue
publishing the ringing recoveries ofDunlins.

Information in the tables is given in the same order as in the previous
reports: ringing place and its coordinates (MECTO 1), ring number
(N), age (BO3), ringing date (4ATA 1), recoveryplace, its coordinates
(MECTO 2), recovery date (4ATA 2), notes about recovery details (77).
The data on the ringing recoveries of Curlew Sandpipers ringed in
Ukraine are divided into groups according their ringing places
(MECTO 1). The information on the ringing recoveries of Waders
ringed abroad is divided into groups according their places of recovery
(MECTO 2). Geographical names in Russian correspond to such edi-
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tions as "ATnac mwupa. 3anagHaa Espona" (1981) and "Manbiit
aTnac mupa" (1986). Names ofsmall localities, not included in these
editions are given in English according to the cards ofrecovery. Age of
Wadersfollows the recommendation of EURING for age classification
ofbirds on calendaryears: 3-first calendaryear; 4- afterfirst calendar
year; 5- second calendar year; 6- after second calendar year, etc., ?-
age was not identified. To denote the details of recovery the following
symbols were used: captured and released bird (V), dead bird (P), shot
bird (N), details are unknown (?).
