Summary. The central issue is to study the genesis of foreign policy of the U.S.A.

An integral component of the study of the genesis of American foreign policy during the XVIII century is creation
of the foreign policy mechanism according the Constitution of 1787. The purpose of article is study the foreign
policy views of the anti-Federalists in the pamphlets published within the period 1787-1788. Results of the study
let identify authors, who regarded foreign policy topics, detect specific local distribution of works, compare the
anti-Federalist views.

The following findings were obtained.

1. The group of authors 32 anti-Federalist opponents of the ratification of the Constitution was identified.

2. It was specified the geographical specificity of anti-Federalist in the states. The number of authors in
Pennsylvania was 8, New York City — 6, Massachusetts — 5, Virginia — 4, Maryland — 3, Rhode Island — 1
Connecticut — 1 Georgia — 1. The largest number of works — 75% — was spread in Pennsylvania, Massachusetts
and New York. To a lesser extent of essays — 25% — were distributed in Virginia, Maryland, South Carolina,
Rhode Island, Connecticut, Georgia, New Hampshire, Delaware, and New Jersey.

3. Comparative analysis of the anti-Federalist papers showed.: first, the lack of unity of the author's position on
the issue of the availability of external sources of threats to the U.S. security, second, the unanimous criticism of
the foreign policy mechanism on the Constitution.

Summary. The recollection about our past-history of the Soviet Union — is no synonymous. The certains connect
it with nostalgia and often with attempts to reanimate of the Stalin image, the others recalled it with a pain and
regret about decades which were sacrificed for the cruel dictatorship.

40
millions of victims, enormous casualties on the first stage of war with Germany because of Stalin's not gifted
politics, cold war, «iron curtainy, armaments race on the background of people beggarly existence, lagging
behind in the development from democratic states for 50-70 years.

These social aspects of the leaved communistic epoch appear to be completely condemned but we remember and
are proud of the Soviet Union national property, which was filling by the creators of material, intellectual and
spiritual culture. The love for their land, culture and secular tradition served as the base for national idea united
the peoples in their hatred to the aggressor and determination to get over external and internal enemies.
