BAVARIAN GEOGRAPHER: THE QUESTION
OF ETHNIC PRESTATE STRUCTURES IN
VOLHYNIA IN THE EARLY MIDDLE AGES

The article analyses the ethnonym “Zeri-
uane” | “Zuireani”, mentioned in the text of
the so-called Bavarian Geographer (9™ cen-
tury). There has been a long-lasting debate in
the academic literature as to its identification
on the ethno-political map of East Central Eu-
rope. After a detailed analysis of the text of the
Bavarian Geographer with the focus on the leg-
end of the origin of Slavs and description of the
closest neighbours of the tribe under question,
the article argues that “Zeriuane” | “Zuireani”
were located in Volhynia. Moreover, it identi-
fies them as Chervyany tribe, located between
the rivers Western Bug and Vepr. The existence
of pre-state power relations within the tribe is
verified by archaeological evidence: a number of
powerful settlement complexes with hill forts in
Gutsov, Lyps’k, Skybytsi and others. The article
analyses structure of Chervyany settlement on
micro-regional level (in basin of the river Volyt-
sia). It identifies the nearest-neighbour index,
analyses the area of settlements and classifies
them according to their topographical location.
Synergetic approach to the issue of dating the
foundation of the town of Cherven in the 9"
century allowed to question its existence before
Kyiv Prince Volodymyr’s campaign in the west
in 979/981. Next, the article examines dynamics
of Chervyany political affiliation and struggles
for their lands between states of Premyslids,
Rurikids and Piasts in the second half of the
10" early 11" century. Based on the ethnic dif-
ferentiating features of Slavic dwelling it proves
East Slavic character of Chervyany tribe. Thus,
the myth about pre-Polish “super-ethnos of Len-
dians” is subjected to verification.

ON FRESCOED IMAGE OF ONUPHRIUS
THE GREAT IN KYIVAN SAINT SOPHIA
CATHEDRAL: HISTORY AND ICONOGRAPHY

The article analyses the frescoed image
(probably early 11" century / mid-1040s) of
Rev. Onuphrius the Great (Egyptian), situated
on one of the supporting pillars in the external
southern gallery of Saint Sophia Cathedral in
Kyiv. Composition and iconography of the im-
age corresponds with the canon of fine artistry
used by Byzantine painters in the 11" to 12 /
early 13" centuries in their attempts to re-cre-
ate appearance of this saint as well as of some
other Early-Christian hermits. The most char-
acteristic manifestation of the canon is a phy-
tomorphic motif of a small tree which partly
covers the anchorite’s nudity, mainly his pri-
vate parts (his crotch) with its crown, as well as
chracteristic features of the saint’s appearance,
namely, medium length of his beard and hair. In
the mentioned period this type of imagery was
widespread on a rather large territory of the
Byzantine cultural area. Existing iconographic
modifications of generally accepted pattern re-
flected two things. Firstly, different position of
the hands is explained by variations of hermit’s
image present in church literature, particularly
in medieval hagiographic texts. Secondly, differ-
ences in the less prominent features of his ap-
pearance can be attributed to the local traditions.
In the 13" century a new iconographic scheme
of Onuphrius image spread, most characteristic
features of which were an extraordinary long
beard (covering groin or even knee-long) and /
or dense hair covering sometimes the whole of
anchorite’s body as well as garland of leaves over
his loins. This canon in the Byzantine tradition
remains predominant until now, however can-
ons of the 11" — early 13" centuries as well as of
the 10" century (which quite possibly originated
from the canon of Coptic church murals from the
7" and 8" centuries) did not disappear totally.
Their schemes remained valid in iconographic
repertoires of later centuries, although they were
used rarely and in sporadic way.

The article provides a comprehensive anal-
ysis of the vast historiography, non-academic
writing, and rare written sources concerning
the marriage of Princess Anna and Henry I
of France, as well as Anna’s life after her hus-
band’s death. The author focuses on chrono-
logical coincidence of the matrimonial project of
Henry I Capet and the conflict between France
and Normandy in 1049. The coalition between
Normandy, England and Flanders came into be-
ing around 1050. It was reinforced by the mar-
riage of William the Conqueror and Matilda of
Flanders. The French-Rus’ marriage should be
regarded as an attempt to establish an alliance
with the king of Norway Harald, married to
Elisabeth, sister of Anne. The Norwegian mili-
tary activities in the region could be used by
the French king against the new coalition. The
second marriage of Anne with the count Ralf de
Valois also worked toward resolving problems
of the French Kingdom. The information on
couple’s excommunication is found unreliable.
Anna being a regent, they continued participat-
ing actively in the state affairs. Their marriage
served as a balance between old aristocracy and
a new Regency Council of young king Philip I.
Thus, the article suggests to treat the so-called
“enigmatic” alliance of Henry I and Anne in
the context of the rise of early states in North-
Western Europe and their relationship to Rus’.

WHO AND WHEN FOUNDED THE CITY
OF CHERKASY?

The article analyses origins of the name of
Cherkasy, the city located on the right bank of
Dnieper river. The name has drawn attention
of many historians, as it reminds the ethnonym
“Circassian” (Cherkess in Eastern Slavic and
Turk languages), denoting the people from the
North Caucasus. This generated several legends
in historical literature of the 16"—18" centuries:

Kursk principality, who originally came from the
“Land of Five Mountains” in the Caucasus.

Even though these legends had an ideologi-
cal basis, there are reasons that allow us to pre-
sume the possibility of the Adyghe migration. The
archaeological data and information of Plano Car-
pini and Grigorius Pakhimer permit us to suppose
that between 1246 and 1270, in the times of the
first Golden Horde Khans, that is, before Nogai
started ruling in the North Black Sea region, the
Adyghe migrants could found a settlement. The
toponyms in the Lithuanian documents of 1552
permit us to talk about the presence of the Adyghe,
natives of the North Caucasus, referred to as Cir-
cassians or Petyhorcy in the 13"-16™ centuries.
Thus, this migration could assist initial establish-
ment of a settlement Cherkasy, whose name could
be transferred to the Lithuanian town founded at
the same place in the 14" century.

DID APOSTOLIC LEGATES VISIT RUS’ IN
THE EARLY 14" CENTURY?

This article analyses short information of
the authors from the 15" century (Polish chroni-
cler Jan Dlugosz and Belgian medieval historian
Cornelius of Zandvliet) about a diplomatic mis-
sion of Pope Clement V to the King of Rus’ Yuri
L'vovych in the early 14" century. This visit
was not mentioned in the prominent historical
works written by contemporaries of those events.
The article establishes that this information is
erroneous and originates in the incorrect read-
ing of the primary sources. Chronicles authors
mentioned not “Rus”, but “Raska”, the medi-
eval Serbian state, whose ruler Stefan Uros 11
conducted the lively negotiations with diplo-
mats from Rome at the time. Thus, the historical
authenticity of political relations of Pope Clem-
ent V and the rulers of Rus’ is questioned since
historical sources do not provide any evidence.
