ON THE PROBLEM OF THE OBJECTIVITY OF LAW

This article is dedicated to a problem of objectivity of law. The Author maintains, that for the positivist
conception the law is created by human actions (the social sources thesis) and has no necessarily connection
with morality. Objectivity means, that it is possible to describe the contents of a legal system by means of
true statements. Two questions are essential for the positivistic approach: (i) is a legal science free of values
possible? and (ii) is there always a right answer to every legal problem? The Author’s answer to (i) is posi-
tive, and to (ii), negative. These answers are based on two conceptual distinctions: a) between norms and
norm propositions, and b) between true and right answers to legal questions. Objectivity of law is related to
the possibility of giving true answers; determinacy is related to right answers. A legal system is objective,
even if it contains gaps or contradictions, i.e. if in some cases it does not determine the outcome of a legal
dispute.
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
